Second Continental Congress (1775) - Articles of Confederation

Declaration of Independence (July 4, 1776)

Confederacy = problem with ~collection of taxes, commerce, and currency 
Philadelphia Convention (May, 1787) – revise Articles; secret; Washington presided

founders = white, male, landowners

bicameral – Congress = 2 chambers/houses

VA Plan + NJ Plan = Great (CT) Compromise – Senate (upper), House of Reps. (lower)

liberal democratic principles

Elements of Constitution:

1) separation of powers
2) checks and balances
3) federalism (national government and state governments)
constitutional construction (7 Articles – Sept. 17, 1787, *27 Amendments added to date)

· Article I – Legislative Article (bicameral Congress) – making laws
· Article II – Executive Article – enforcing laws
· Article III – Judicial Article (Supreme Court) – interpreting laws
· Article IV – Interstate Relations (among states)

· Article V – Amending Power (propose 2/3 Congress; ratify legislators 3/4 of states)

· Article VI – The Supremacy Act (national)

· Article VII – Ratification (9/13 needed; approved by 13/13)

Anti-federalists (against – lacked Bill of Rights)
Federalists (for – Federalist Papers by Jay, Madison, Hamilton) 

Bill of Rights (1st ten amendments; directed at national government to “limit” power)

1803, Marbury v. Madison – judicial review (constitutionality of law)
13th – abolished slavery

voting :  15th Amend. (race), 19th Amend. (gender), 24th Amend. ($), 26th Amend. (age)
**Nevada Constitution = 19 Articles, 100 + Amendments to date 
Ch. 3 Federalism
Unitary(1 central), Confederation (13 Confederate States), Federalism (both national & state)
Confederacy = problem with ~collection of taxes, commerce, and currency 
national government:  enumerated/expressed, implied/discretionary, inherent/delegated powers

state governments:  reserved and concurrent powers; devolution 
nullification
1819, McCulloch v. Maryland – national supremacy (Article VI)
1857, Scott v. Sanford – Crt rejected Congress’ authority outlaw slavery -*13th overturned
1860, President Abraham Lincoln elected

1861, Confederate States of America (seceded from union; nullification)
1861 – 1865 Civil War; surrender 1865 = *13th, 14th, 15th Amendments

19th Amendment (women’s suffrage)

1865 – 1932 Dual Federalism – Supreme Court working w/ states (“against” national gov’t.)

1932 – 1937 New Deal – FDR (Judicial v. Legislative) switch in time saved 9 (Justices)
1954, Brown v. Board of Education – invoked 14th Amend. (due process, equal protection)
overturned 1896, Plessy v. Ferguson (separate but equal)

Devolution – from national to state government (10th and 11th Amendments)
Grants – block, categorical, formula, program
Ch. 4 Civil Liberties 
Civil liberties  - protect personal freedoms of individuals from government

Bill of Rights (1st ten amendments – national government)

1833, Barron v. Baltimore – selective incorporation

Selective incorporation (14th Amendment, Bill of Rights and the States)

1st Amendment:
1)Religion = free exercise clause and establishment clause (wall of separation)



2) Speech = not absolute; “unprotected”; clear & present/bad tendency 



3) Assembly = time, place, manner




4) Press – national security




5) Petition Government – no seditious acts

2nd Amendment:
Right to Bear Arms

4th(search & seizure), 5th, 6th (trial) (7th jury), 8th (cruel/unusual punish.) =Rights of the Accused

5th :1) grand jury; 2) double jeopardy; 3) self incrimination; 4) due process; 5) eminent domain 1966, Miranda v. Arizona – (5) Miranda Warning(s) of 5th Amendment (self incrimination)

1973, Roe v. Wade – right to privacy

Ch. 5 Civil Rights 
Civil rights – protecting disadvantaged groups’ equality rights

13th Amendment (1865) – prohibited slavery; overturned 1857, Dred Scott v. Sanford case
14th Amendment (1868) – national citizenship, equal protection, due process
15th Amendment (1870) – suffrage to male slaves (race and previous servitude)

1896, Plessy v. Ferguson – separate but equal (Jim Crow Laws)
**1954, Brown v. Board of Education – invoked 14th Amend. (due process, equal protection)
overturned 1896, Plessy v. Ferguson (separate but equal)

voting barriers – poll taxes (24th), literacy tests, property qualifications, grandfather clause

24th Amendment (1964) – eliminated poll taxes
Civil Rights Act of 1964 & Voting Rights Act of 1965
