President and Vice-President up for (re) election every 4 years, even # year, 4 year length with a 2 term limit (22nd amendment)
U.S. = Constitutional Electoral Democracy 

Party, Candidate, Issue – voting options/basis
LEGISLATIVE - CONGRESS

1) Give the title, name, party affiliation and district number of the one U.S. Representative elected to your district, and give the title, name and party affiliation of the two U.S. Senators in your state.
2) Based on their stance on the ONE national policy issue chosen, state how you want them to address the issue and why.  Tell them how you want them to act as a “delegate” on your behalf (as done in the 3rd part of the journal assignment - choose the one “best” policy alternative and defend the choice).  

This assignment can be in the form of a letter to the elected official, or written as a statement of opinion.  Regardless of the style chosen, all assignments must include the following two things: 1) each elected official’s stance on the topic (stated separately for each of the three officials); and 2) the stance you want each of them to take on the topic addressed and why (based on their respective stance).
